IMPROVING CONGREGATIONAL COMMUNICATIONS 

from the Senior Minister . . .   
One of the things that we are stressing during this program year is 
COMMUNITY. While as a church we have a particular mission: helping 
people to find a vital relationship with Christ, growing people in spiritual 
maturity, and serving God by serving others, all of this is achieved through 
us working together IN COMMUNITY. The Church was never meant to be an 
isolated group of individuals, but a community that does life together. We 
are a community as we worship together. We develop Community and 
grow spiritually through small groups. We serve together, not just to 
complete a particular task, but to grow in community as we serve. 

We started our new program out with a Homecoming Cookout. What an amazing day! It was such a great joy to 
watch people enjoy being together (out in the sunshine), listening to music, sharing a meal, and spending time 
with one another. On October 18, we will be participating in the CROP WALK together. We will start out with a 
meal at DCC and then walk together as we raise funds for the hungry, here in our community and around the 
world. There are a number of Growth Groups starting this fall - what a great opportunity to not only grow 
spiritually, but IN Community as well. On Sunday afternoon, November 1st there will be an all-church Hayride 
from 4:00 to 8))pm at Highland Forest.

The Oxford Street Inn Homeless Shelter 
is a program of Catholic Charities 

of Onondaga County. 
 

The Inn was opened in 1979 
to provide a place for the most vulnerable 

homeless men in the community to stay at night.  

 

The Inn presently houses an average 
of 100 homeless per night, ages 25 and over. 

They open at 5:00pm each evening and close at 
7:30am each morning. They provide a bed 

with clean linens, bathrooms, showers, 
a locker for storage, laundry services 

and a light snack for the men who stay there.
